―Only God can forgive sins.‖ Jesus brought 

God‘s forgiveness directly to people and 

revealed something spectacular about him-

self.  
 

The young man was not physically ill, but 

his body was reflecting his internal state: a 

good person very aware of the wrong he 

had done. His sin was not just an attack on someone 

else. It was also a violation of his own integrity and 

identity. He literally could not go forward until what 

had been broken had been repaired. That is, he had to 

be reconciled with the God who had given him his 

humanity. 
 

The Pain of Guilt 
This reminds us that it is ‗good people‘ who are most 

likely to be aware of their sin and guilt. They are the 

ones who experience it as something that does not be-

long in their lives. Constant sinning deadens our 

awareness of guilt and leads to greater destructive-

ness. In this sense, guilt serves the spirit in the same 

way pain serves the body - as an alarm that something 

is wrong and needs attention. 
 

Forgiveness 
Forgiveness is God‘s gift of love. Freed from the pa-

ralysis of sin, the man in today‘s Gospel was able to 

stand and give witness to the power of God. We need 

not let sin cripple us. We become ‗stewards‘ of this 

liberating gift by ‗getting up‘ and living again as imi-

tators of Christ. 
 

A Question 
The young man was brought to Jesus on a stretcher by 

others. In what way do you ‗bring others to Jesus‘ for 

healing? Have others ever done this for you? 
 

May the Risen Christ continue to bring the healing 

power of his forgiveness into our lives.

When we bless a place, we are prais-

ing God for the people who live, play and work there; we ask 

him to bless them and be with them in all they do there. Our 

deacons are available to visit your home to bless it, typically on 

an evening or weekend. The people who live there must be pre-

sent, for the blessing is a time of prayer for them. Thirty minutes 

would be plenty of time for both the blessing and some conver-

sation afterward; the deacon would be willing to stay one hour if 

you would like a longer visit. For those who like to offer coffee 

or tea, refreshments always come after the prayer. Call or e-mail 

the office to set a date and time.

FASTING 
Please remember that Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are 

days of fast for those ages 18 - 59, and days of abstinence (no 

meat) for those 14 and older. This means eating only one regu-

lar meal and two small ones and avoiding meat entirely. If you 

have a medical condition that would make it imprudent for you 

to observe the fast, give extra time to prayer instead. Parents 

should introduce their children to this observance as they con-

sider appropriate. Also, the Fridays of Lent should be 

‗meatless‘.
